Blackening and shrinking
disease of the effected fingers which later gets covered with a powdery
mass of spores is the symptom of this disease.To control the
disease, spray 2.5 g copper oxychloride @ 1 liter of water.

Shoot and fruit borer affected parts in brinjal can be removed.If
Vegetables severe infestation found, neem seed extract(5%) shall be
(Brinjal) Shoot and Fruit | sprayed.Sucking pest attacks like curling of leaf and leaf tips,
borer yellowing can be prevented by spraying garlic extract diluted
with water. Neem based insecticides like neem oil garlic emulsion
can also be applied intermittently.
