Since there is a chance of dry weather condition due to strong wind and high evaporation, crops should
be irrigated, when required. Since the wind speed may increase, give strong propping to banana and
staking to vegetables. Proper mulching can be followed to conserve soil moisture.

Fisheries: - Fish farmers are advised to keep sunshade net over fish pond which will be helpful to
control over growth of green planktons.

Animal Husbandary:-Department of Animal Husbandary is conducting free foot and mouth
vaccination campaign for cows and buffallos. All cattles of above 4 months of age should be
vaccinated.
