Crop

Special crop management is required for agricultural crops during monsoon season. Proper drainage

facilities have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing. Pesticides should
not be applied during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make the vegetable pandals
stronger. To protect farmers and livestock from lightning and thunder avoid standing in open areas.

There is a chance of rhizome rot disease in ginger. As a prophylactic
Ginger Rhizome rot | measure spray, 2 gram Copper oxychloride or 1.5 gram copper
hydroxide per one litre of water.
Animal Husbandry: - Take precautions to avoid ectoparasitic infestation. If fever, shivering, brown coloured
urine, off feed etc. are noticed, consult veterinary doctor immediately. Ensure sufficient supply of clean
drinking water to the animals. (CAADECCS, KVASU, Mannuthy).
