drainage facilities have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing.

Pesticides should not be applied during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make

the vegetable pandals stronger.

There is a chance of downy mildew attack in
cucurbitaceous vegetables. Spray 2.5gm Mancozeb per
one litre of water under the leaves.

Animal Husbandry: - Precautions to be taken to avoid leptospirosis and ectoparasitic
infestations. Care should be taken to avoid fungal growth in cattle feed. Deworm the animals
after dung examination. caosces kvasu, vamun,
