drainage facilities have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing.

Pesticides should not be applied during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make

the vegetable pandals stronger.

As a prophylactic measure, the root of seedlings can be
Rice soaked for 30 minutes in a solution of pseudomonas
(Mundakan) Transplanting | culture to control sheath blight, sheath rot, leaf spot
Seedling stage disease etc. Spray 20 gram Pseudomonas in one litre of
water before transplanting.
There is a chance of rhizome rot disease in ginger. As a
prophylactic measure spray 2 gram Copper oxychloride
or 1.5 gram copper hydroxide per one litre of water.
During high relative humidity, there is a chance of
downy mildew attack in cucurbitaceous vegetables.
Spray 2.5gm Mancozeb per one litre of water under the
leaves.
Animal Husbandry: - Cattle feed should be stored on a wooden board or iron board. If moisture
Is in the cattle feed it may cause deadly fungal growth. Vaccinate animals against foot and
mouth diSease. aeces kvasu, oy
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
