Rice Leaf folder different regions of the field. If the attack is severe, spray
Quinalphos @ 2ml per one liter of water.
Due to increase in temperature there is a chance of leaf eating
Coconut L eaf eating caterpillar in coconut tree. The affected leaves may be cut and
caterpiller burnt. Arrange for the release of larval/pupal parasitoids. Spray

the undersurface of the fronds with Quinal phos 0.05%.

Cut and remove the affected banana plants. Pour soap water on
Banana Bunchy top disease | the entire plant or spray 20 g verticillium per one liter of water
to control aphids which transmit this virus disease.

Due to high temperature, there is a chance of attack of white fly
Vegetables Jassid and whitefly | and jassid in vegetables. Stunted growth caused by them can be
controlled by hanging yellow boards painted with castor oil.
