Special crop management is required for agricultural crops during monsoon season. Proper drainage
facilities have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing. Pesticides should
not be applied during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make the vegetable pandals
stronger. To protect farmers and livestock from lightning and thunder avoid standing in open areas.

To control and prevent bacterial leaf blight in paddy, dissolve 20 g

Rice (virippu)
Panicle of cow dung in one litre of water and spray the supernatant liquid by

initiation stage Leaf blight mixing with 20g of pseudomonas.
During rainy season, there is a chance of Rhizome rot in banana. As

During rainy season, there is a chance of leaf fall in nutmeg. As a

Bordeaux mixture. Proper drainage facilities have to be ensured
Animal Husbandry: Precautions should be taken to avoid ectoparasitic infestations. Deworming of
animals should be done after microscopical examination of dung sample in a veterinary hospital. casoeccs
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
